Minutes for Planning Board 

June 21, 2001

Town of Preble

The Town of Preble Planning Board met on June 21, 2001 at 7:00PM at the Preble Town Hall. Members present were Chairman Dean Smith, Tom Fox, Peter Reppenhagen and Vincent Maresco. Absent was Chris White.  Board members had a conflict with the July 19, 2001 meeting and rescheduled for July 12, 2001 at 7:00PM at the Preble Town Hall.

Board member Vincent Maresco motioned to reschedule the meeting for July 12, 2001 at 7:00PM and Peter Reppenhagen seconded the motion. Vote was 4 in favor with one absent, motion carried.

First items were the Swayze/ VanPatten subdivision. At 7:09 PM Matthew Swayze took the floor and reviewed the application and location of the proposed subdivision with the Board.

Mr. Swayze stated that he would be purchasing the properties from John and Vicki VanPatten. Mr. Swayze stated that the well has already been drilled. Chairman Smith stated that Song Mountain Road is a County Road and therefore Board would have to forward the Swayze application to the Cortland County Planning Board for review. Attorney Casullo agreed that application should be forwarded.  Board reviewed the Swayze application and felt that it was a permitted use and complies with the current zoning ordinance. Board reviewed and completed the short EAF. Peter Reppenhagen motioned to accept the Swayze/VanPatten as complete for minor subdivision with completed forms from Doug Staley. Tom Fox seconded the motion. Motion Carried. Vote was 4 in favor with one absent. Board member Vincent Maresco motioned to have Planning Board act as lead agency in the Swayze/ VanPatten minor subdivision. Peter Reppenhagen seconded the motion. Motion Carried. Vote was 4 in favor with one absent. Peter Reppenhagen motioned to declare a negative declaration on the Swayze/ VanPatten minor subdivision and Vincent Maresco seconded the motion. Motion carried. Vote was 4 in favor with 1 absent. Chairman Smith motioned to hold a Public Hearing at the July 12, 2001 meeting for the Swayze/ VanPatten minor subdivision.

Peter Reppenhagen seconded. Motion carried. Vote was 4 in favor with 1 absent. Dean Smith motioned to refer the Swayze/ VanPatten minor to Cortland County Planning Department and Vincent Maresco seconded the motion. Motion carried. Vote was 4 in favor with 1 absent. Sharon Flint will refer application to County and Publish in the Cortland Standard.

At 7:27 PM the Board reviewed an application for subdivision with Russell and Susan Marsh. The Marsh/ Reynolds subdivision. Mr. Reynolds is the current landowner. Board reviewed the survey and map with Mr. Reynolds and Mr. Marsh. Mr. Marsh stated that the ZBA told him to go to the Planning Board first. Chairman Smith felt that the ZBA must provide the variance before the subdivision. Mr. Smith stated that a lot has to be located on a public Road or highway. Reynolds Road is a public Road. Mr. Smith felt that there is zero frontage. Attorney Casullo explained that the Planning Board could not approve subdivision before the Zoning Board approves the variance. Chairman Smith felt that there could be a real problem with the right of way. The Planning Board needs to see this lot in its entirety in a survey. Attorney Casullo stated that the Board would need the letter of Testimony from Mr. Reynolds Mother’s Estate. Mr. Reynolds stated that it was more than 20 years ago when the Lawyer drew up the letter of Testimony.  Mr. Casullo stated that the Marshes should get on the schedule for the ZBA’s July meeting. Marshes discussion ended  at 7:47 PM.

Attorney Casullo explained that on Monday he had received a letter in regards to Rittenhouse subdivision at which time he spoke with Doug Staley.  Mr. Casullo explained to the Board that at this time we don’t have an application to consider. Attorney Julie Campbell stated that she spoke with Mr. Staley three weeks ago and she thought that the application was complete. Ms. Campbell stated she just spoke with him again and now he still needs more things. Mr. Casullo stated that the Board needs the paper work to come from Doug Staley before they can act. Mr. Casullo stated that he will contact Doug Staley tomorrow and will contact Ms. Campbell. Board discussed the possibility of Chairman Smith to recuse himself from the Rittenhouse application and replace with a possible alternative. Mr. Casullo stated that if you recuse yourself you go all the way and sit out on the whole application process and let the other four members vote on it. Tom Fox wants to get the whole Rittenhouse application moving and feels that the Board is stuck in the middle. Mr. Casullo stated that he would contact Mr. Staley in the morning. Mr. Casullo explained that the Board could appoint an alternative for Mr. Smith. 

At 8:00PM Board reviewed the minutes from the May 17, 2001 meeting and Vincent Maresco motioned to approve the minutes with changes. Peter Reppenhagen seconded the motion. Motion Carried. Vote was 4 in favor with 1 absent.  At 8:04 PM Tom Fox motioned to adjourn and Peter Reppenhagen seconded. Motion Carried. Meeting closed at 8:04 PM.
