VANPATTEN-SWAYZE SUBDIVISION APPLICATION
Dean stated that he had received communication from the County Planning Department with regards to the VanPatten-Swayze subdivision application. Attorney Julie Campbell - The proposal as it stands now, is to take an  approximate 18 acre parcel of land and divide it into two parcels.  Mr. Rittenhouse proposes to keep what is currently Rittenhouse Square, private road and driveway and the rest of the property will become the other parcel.

A survey map (R. J. Lighton, Sr., NYSLS) was presented showing the Cortland-Onondaga County Line, as part of the property is in Tully and part in Preble.  She advised that as part of the application she had written to the Tully Planning Board at Doug Staley=s request.   They advised no subdivision process was necessary for this parcel of land.

The second request, at the request of Fran Casullo, was a letter from the DEC because there are wetlands located on the property closer to the lake. (Letter is attached)

Doug Staley had also requested preliminary information.  Julie responded with letters dated 6/21 and 7/5.

The application was reviewed for completeness by the Board.  The parcel has a road frontage of 102 feet and  does not meet the R1L of the Zoning Ordinance; which shows the road frontage should be 150 feet.

Following discussion, the SEQR Short Environmental Assessment form was completed.

Following discussion of referrals for bulk variance,  

Motion made by Tom Fox, seconded by Peter Reppenhagen

Referral to County Planning, Tully Planning Board(as a courtesy) and ZBA for determination of  need of bulk variance and/or approval of bulk variance application.
Carried

Public Hearing to be scheduled:
Joyce Snavlin suggested the Board contact all adjoining property owners by mail as a courtesy.  Tom Fox agrees that this should be done.  A suggestion that a copy of the legal notice which is sent to the newspaper be sent to the property owners.    As this notification is not a local law, it is noted that this a courtesy move on the Board=s part and may or may not be done in the future and does not bind the Board for future actions.

Motion made by Peter Reppenhagen, seconded by Tom Fox

Move that the Planning Board, as a courtesy in the Rittenhouse subdivision, via U. S. Mail, send written notification to adjoining land owners of the proposed subdivision; the same notice which is being sent to the newspaper.

Motion made by Tom Fox, seconded by Peter Reppehagen

To schedule the regular meeting and public hearing on the Rittenhouse proposed subdivision for August 16, 2001 at 7:00 P. M.
Carried


Referrals to be taken care by Sharon Flint.

With the completion of the Rittenhouse subdivision , Vince Maresco moved to reinstate Dean Smith as Chairman of the Planning Board for the balance of the meeting, seconded by Peter Reppenhagen; carried.

There being no further business, Tom Fox moved  to adjourn the meeting, seconded by Peter Reppenhagen.
